To Proceed: 

4R’s
Read, Reflect, Remember and Receive 

the Benefits inshaAllah!!!
The intent of the following lessons are to guide the student to act upon that which they learn InshaAllah.

Read some guided text, Quran, Hadith, or other books

Reflect upon what you have read, think about its meaning

Remember by focusing on that, which you are trying to remember, 

(give yourself clues to help yourself in this process, if you need to...)

Receive the benefits by acting upon that which you have learned from Quran wa Sunnah

Lesson 5

First, listen to the required text from Qur’aan that you need to commit to memory. Pick a recitation that best fits your reciting style so that it becomes easier for you to manage the pace and breathing techniques used for the rules of tajweed. 
Second, start reciting to yourself in an audible tone (not loud) but raised enough so that you can hear yourself inshaAllah. Try to recite in a beautiful tone. (no singing) and continue to Practice in this manner. 

Third, Once you have practiced the recitation and you think you are doing better with it, recite it for your parents (don’t be shy) we want them to hear it to see if you are having difficulty with the words inshaAllah. 

Lastly, Get your Qur’aan and Part 30 of Ibn Kathir. Go and sit in a quiet place where you can reflect without interruption. Read the Surah. Read the Tafsir. Write down any questions you may have that we can pass along to the Shaykh inshaAllah.

Now, recite again but this time, think about the meaning of the Surah while you are reciting.
