Example:[ £ If ]: ¢ ]say:“ma, me, mu”

Don‘t forget which letters are pronounced with tafkheem ( ~a&l heaviness) and

which are pronounced with targeeq ( &3 lightness)
The letters are arranged according to their Makhaarij (articulation points),

starting from the lips ( J J ".J e ) and moving down to the bottom of
the throat ( £ -a).
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
